Egypt’s Famine 
Template for Today’s Great Shaking 

For some time now I have been troubled by the contemplation of how the 
world’s population not only will accept the Mark of the Beast, but will do so 
willingly and readily.  Why cannot the world realize the “train wreck” that is 
headed our way.  Such groups as the World Economic Forum (WEF) certainly 
are the precursor for whatever or whoever ultimately becomes the Beast pro-
gram of Revelations. 

In seeking the Lord on this concern of mine, He reminded me that Satan has 
NO new ideas—he only can attempt to duplicate or copy what God has already 
done!  Our God has His Trinity, Satan has his own Satanic Trinity—the devil, 
the beast, and the false prophet (Revelation 16:13).  He has his own church, “a 
synagogue of Satan” (Revelation 2:9).  He has formulated his own system of 
theology “doctrines of devils” (1 Timothy 4:1).  He employs false teachers who 
are specialists in his “theology,” “who privily shall bring in damnable 
heresies” (2 Peter 2:1).  I could go on and on with other examples, but you 
should get the point here. 

In particular, Satan has his own version of God’s “Great Shaking”— the WEF 
refers to it as the “Great Reset”!  In my examining the goals and actions of this 
plan of Satan, the Lord has shown me that this too is but an attempt to copy 
what our Lord has already done! 

The Biblical event that Satan is now attempting to mimic is that of the world-
wide famine described in Genesis 41 & 47.  The Egyptian Pharoah had two 
dreams that greatly troubled him, and no one was found to interpret them until 
he sent for Joseph.  His interpretation of Pharoah’s dreams described seven 
years of abundant agriculture, to be followed by seven years of grievous fam-
ine—worldwide—as described in Genesis 41:28-32: 

(28) “This is the thing which I have spoken unto Pharaoh: What God is 
about to do he sheweth unto Pharaoh.  (29) Behold, there come seven 
years of great plenty throughout all the land of Egypt:  (30) And there 
shall arise after them seven years of famine; and all the plenty shall be 
forgotten in the land of Egypt; and the famine shall consume the land;  
(31) And the plenty shall not be known in the land by reason of that famine 
following; for it shall be very grievous.  (32) And for that the dream was 
doubled unto Pharaoh twice; it is because the thing is established by God, 
and God will shortly bring it to pass.” 
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We now will briefly review the highlights of what happened to the people of 
Egypt, and then we will relate them to how Satan is now attempting to dupli-
cate the same actions in our day and time to accomplish the same “takeover” of 
the world that the famine enabled Pharoah to do to his people. 

The plan that Joseph offered Pharoah (Genesis 41:33-36) so pleased him and 
his court (Genesis 41:38 “And Pharaoh said unto his servants, Can we find 
such a one as this is, a man in whom the Spirit of God is?”) that he appointed 
Joseph to the second position in his kingdom, and charged him with preparing 
for the coming years of plenty and famine. 

Joseph’s actions during the seven years of plenty seemed benign (innocent) 
enough.  Surely only good could come from such measures. 

Genesis 41:47-49 

(47) “And in the seven plenteous years the earth brought forth by handfuls. 
(48) And he gathered up all the food of the seven years, which were in the 
land of Egypt, and laid up the food in the cities: the food of the field, which 
was round about every city, laid he up in the same. (49) And Joseph 
gathered corn as the sand of the sea, very much, until he left numbering; for 
it was without number. 

Genesis 41:56-57 concludes with the ending of the seven years of plenty and 
the beginning of the seven years of famine.  The famine did not occur just in 
Egypt but “over all the face of the earth.”  Consequently, “all countries came 
into Egypt to Joseph for to buy corn; because that the famine was so sore in 
all lands.” 

With the commencement of the great famine, this “Great Shaking” of all na-
tions thus began.  What happened to the people of Egypt under Joseph pro-
vides a type-n-shadow for what lies ahead with the WEF’s “Great Reset” and 
whatever other machinations Satan pursues in his seven years of attempted 
lordship over the earth. 

Let’s now consider each of the steps that were taken by which the people of 
Egypt gradually but surely surrendered all their freedom and possessions, and 
became totally docile and amenable to Pharaoh’s control. These events provide 
a forecast or precursor for what is surely coming upon today’s world. 

The first step was the slow but sure surrender of their money to Pharoah—not 
just in Egypt but in Canaan (the rest of the world). 

Genesis 47:13-14 

(13) And there was no bread in all the land; for the famine was very sore, so 
that the land of Egypt and all the land of Canaan fainted by reason of the 
famine. (14) And Joseph gathered up all the money that was found 
in the land of Egypt, and in the land of Canaan, for the corn 
which they bought: and Joseph brought the money into Phar-
aoh's house. 
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 Then with all their money gone, the next step was the acquiring of the people’s 
livelihood—the means by which they earned a living—their cattle, flocks, herds, 
etc.   

Genesis 47:15-17 

(15) And when money failed in the land of Egypt, and in the land of Ca-
naan, all the Egyptians came unto Joseph, and said, Give us bread: for 
why should we die in thy presence? for the money faileth.  (16) And 
Joseph said, Give your cattle; and I will give you for your cattle, if 
money fail.  (17) And they brought their cattle unto Joseph: and Joseph 
gave them bread in exchange for horses, and for the flocks, and 
for the cattle of the herds, and for the asses: and he fed them with 
bread for all their cattle for that year. 

The following year, with all their money now gone, and with their livelihoods 
now sold out, what were the people to do?  They now sold their lands as well as 
themselves (became slaves) to Pharoah!  Furthermore, not only did Pharoah 
thereby acquire the people as his possession, he also proceeded to relocate 
them into the cities where they would be easier to “manage.” 

Genesis 47:18-22 

(18) When that year was ended, they came unto him the second year, and 
said unto him, We will not hide it from my lord, how that our money is 
spent; my lord also hath our herds of cattle; there is not ought left in the 
sight of my lord, but our bodies, and our lands:  (19) Wherefore shall we 
die before thine eyes, both we and our land? buy us and our land for 
bread, and we and our land will be servants unto Pharaoh: and 
give us seed, that we may live, and not die, that the land be not desolate.  
(20) And Joseph bought all the land of Egypt for Pharaoh; for the 
Egyptians sold every man his field, because the famine pre-
vailed over them: so the land became Pharaoh's.  (21) And as for 
the people, he removed them to cities from one end of the bor-
ders of Egypt even to the other end thereof.  (22) Only the land of 
the priests bought he not; for the priests had a portion assigned them of 
Pharaoh, and did eat their portion which Pharaoh gave them: wherefore 
they sold not their lands. 

Thus we come to the sum of the matter.  By the end of the seven years of fam-
ine, Pharoah now owned all means of production, he owned the people that 
dwelt in his realm, and he totally controlled their livelihood.   Were the people 
in a state of rebellion?  To the contrary, the people were thankful!  “Thou hast 
saved our lives: let us find grace in the sight of my lord, and we will 
be Pharaoh's servants.” 

Genesis 47:23-26 
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(23) Then Joseph said unto the people, Behold, I have bought you this 
day and your land for Pharaoh: lo, here is seed for you, and ye shall 
sow the land.  (24) And it shall come to pass in the increase, that ye shall 
give the fifth part unto Pharaoh, and four parts shall be your own, for seed 
of the field, and for your food, and for them of your households, and for 
food for your little ones.  (25) And they said, Thou hast saved our 
lives: let us find grace in the sight of my lord, and we will be 
Pharaoh's servants.  (26) And Joseph made it a law over the land of 
Egypt unto this day, that Pharaoh should have the fifth part; except the 
land of the priests only, which became not Pharaoh's. 

Likewise, shall the end-time of Revelations be with the Dragon, the 
Beast, and his Image whom the people of this world will gladly wor-
ship! Need to take a mark in one’s hand or forehead? No problem, since they 
gladly worship him!   

Revelation 13:4 

(4) And they worshipped the dragon which gave power unto the 
beast: and they worshipped the beast, saying, Who is like unto the 
beast? who is able to make war with him? 

Consider how the people of Egypt came to believe that Joseph’s leadership was 
the greatest thing that could have happened to them.  We now are beholding a 
repeat of this surrender of one’s independence to become the servants of the 
Beast and his program.  The people cannot trust in a loving god, but they can 
trust in the ruthless workings of Satan through his mocking of what God has 
previously done. 

The plans of the WEF with their Agenda 2030 (which are readily available to 
read online) now come clearly into view.  By 2030, their plans clearly state that 
“You’ll Own Nothing And Be Happy.” 

But how will such a vision be accomplished?  Satan cannot control the weather 
(though the UN and WEF would have you believe so).  However, his workers 
have already begun their willful destruction of all matters involving agriculture.  
Fertilizer so necessary for crop production has been greatly reduced and even 
forbidden.  Food processing plants (both meat packing and plant processing) 
all over the world are burning down for no apparent reason.  Farmers are re-
quired to sell their farms to the government so that their land might be taken 
out of production.  Yes, Satan is doing all that he can to mimic God’s working 
during Egypt’s (and the world’s) great famine.  He must somehow reduce the 
food supply! 

As during the time of the Egyptian/world fame, the future of the world today 
looks very bleak.  Satan most definitely will take advantage of the situation so 
that he may become the world’s great deliverer and provider. 

However, there is another very important aspect of the great Egyp-
tian famine that we now need to consider. 
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 This one much closer indicates what we can expect from this final great shaking 
that our Lord will permit.  That other event is the restoration of Joseph 
with his family described in Genesis 42-46 that occurred shortly after the 
seven years of famine began. 

In so many ways, this experience of Joseph and his reunion with his family fol-
lowing a long-time of separation provides types-n-shadows for what the Lord 
will yet accomplish in these last days.  We now can clearly see how God used 
the famine that He permitted to come upon Egypt and the world to also accom-
plish the restoration of a long broken (in spirit) and separated family. 

To consider the many types-n-shadows for what God will accomplish in our 
day and time that come from the experience of Joseph and his brothers would 
require several more sermons (articles) to adequately present.  A quarter of 
Sunday School lessons could be written!  In fact, a two-lesson set (Lessons 9 & 
10) appeared in the 2015 3rd Quarter Sunday School lessons “Mending Offenc-
es.” 

However, I encourage you to read Genesis 42-46 and to observe how the 
Lord used something that otherwise could be considered evil to serve as the 
means for the restoration of this dysfunctional family.  Allow me to share one 
particular passage from this account, the words of Joseph as he revealed him-
self to his brothers.  It reveals how God has greater plans than we could ever 
imagine that He definitely will fulfill in accomplishing His greater purpose. 

Genesis 45:5-7 

(5) Now therefore be not grieved, nor angry with yourselves, that ye 
sold me hither: for God did send me before you to preserve life.  (6) 
For these two years hath the famine been in the land: and yet there are five 
years, in the which there shall neither be earing nor harvest.  (7) And God 
sent me before you to preserve you a posterity in the earth, and to save 
your lives by a great deliverance. 

I am filled with excitement to think that similarly, our Lord will use that which 
Satan intends for evil to accomplish the full restoration of all God’s family into 
one fold—the Church—as He prepares for our imminent rapture to the place of 
safety His has prepared (John 14:3)!  The family of Joseph did not experience 
what the Egyptians experienced.  Joseph sustained and sheltered his family 
throughout the remaining years of famine. 

More than one famine is coming! 

Along with the earthly famine that Satan will use to secure his power over 
the earth, there will be another far more important spiritual famine upon 
this earth: Amos 8:11 

Behold, the days come, saith the Lord GOD, that I will send a famine in 
the land, not a famine of bread, nor a thirst for water, but of hearing 
the words of the LORD: 
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This famine for ”hearing the words of the LORD” will be used by the Lord 
to accomplish the full restoration of His sheep into His fold, the Church.  Just 
as natural hunger was used to bring together Joseph and his family, a spiritu-
al famine will be used to bring together all of God’s sheep (John 10:16). 

Our Lord will work, during this time when evil so abounds and Satan clearly is 
on course to rule this earth, to also bring together all his sheep from all corners 
of the world.  They will come to where they can be spiritually fed. 

Satan thinks by stopping the true Word of the Lord from going forth that he 
will gain control.  In fact, Satan’s deception within (false prophets, etc.) and his 
persecution without only serves to provide that famine for ”hearing the 
words of the LORD” (God’s Final Great Shaking) that will be used by 
the Lord to accomplish His Great Inflow! 

Just as God used the Egyptian famine to accomplish the restoration of Jacob’s 
house, God will build upon Satan’s attempted Great Reset to accomplish His 
own Final Great Shaking, and the fruits of His shaking will be marvelous! 

God’s Final Great Shaking will be the means to realizing 
God’s Great Inflow!
